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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS FOR 18°6” GOAL

READ THE INCLUDED SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Unpack all parts and check against parts list.

Slide 19 standoffs in top and bottom rail approx. 12" apart. See figure 1.
Slide 6 standoffs in 67” right and left posts approx. 12” apart. See figure 1.
Slide 6 standoffs in 73” right and left bases approx. 12” apart. See figure 1.

Attach top corners to top rail with 3/8” x 7/8” socket head bolts, 3/8” lock washers, & 3/8” flat
washers. See figure 2.

Insert right and left 67” posts into top corners. Attach with 3/8” x 7/8” socket head bolts, 3/8” lock
washers, & 3/8” flat washers. See figure 3.

Attach back corners to back rail with 3/8” x 7/8” socket head bolts, 3/8” lock washers, & 3/8” flat
washers. See figure 4.

Insert right and left 73” bases into back corners. Attach with 3/8” x 7/8” socket head bolts, 3/8”
lock washers, & 3/8” flat washers. See figure 5.

Insert front corners into 73” bases. Attach with 3/8” x 7/8” socket head bolts, 3/8” lock washers, &
3/8” flat washers. See figure 6.

Loosely attach the front corner brackets to base using 3/8” x 1 1/4” socket head bolts, 3/8” lock
washers, 3/8” flat washers, and 3/8” square nuts. Square nut can be inserted from top of base. See
figure 6 detail.

Attach back hoops to right and left posts using 3/8” x 1 1/4” socket head bolts, 3/8” lock washers,
3/8” flat washers, and 3/8” square nuts. Square nut can be inserted from top of post. See figure 7.

Fasten back hoop braces to hoops with 3/8” x 1 3/4” socket head bolts, 3/8” flat washers, and 3/8”
lock nuts. Install 5/16” x 2” eyebolt, 5/16” flat washer and 5/16” locknut into hoop. See figure 8.

Attach back hoop braces to top rail with 3/8” x 1 1/4” socket head bolts, 3/8” lock washers, 3/8”
flat washers, and 3/8” square nuts. Square nut can be inserted from top of rail. See figure 8.

Stand up assembled base and slide corners into posts. Attach with 3/8” x 7/8” socket head bolts,
3/8” lock washers, & 3/8” flat washers. See figure 9.

Attach front corner brackets to front posts with 3/8” x 1 1/4” socket head bolts, 3/8” lock washers,
3/8” flat washers, and 3/8” square nuts. Square nut can be inserted from top of post. See figure 10.

Attach ground anchor plates (2) to the back rail with 3/8” x 1 1/2” socket head bolts, 3/8” lock
washers, 3/8” flat washers, and 3/8” square nuts. Square nut can be inserted from top of rail. See
figure 11.

Attach net to standoffs.

REMOVE NETS WHEN GOALS ARE NOT IN USE.

MOST OF THE TIPOVER INJURIES OCCURRED WHEN GOALS WERE
UNATTENDED. ANCHOR OR CHAIN ONE GOAL TO ANOTHER, TO ITSELF IN
A FOLDED DOWN POSITION, OR TO NEARBY FENCE POSTS, DUGOUTS, OR
ANY OTHER SIMILAR STURDY FIXTURE WHEN NOT IN USE. IF THIS IS NOT
PRACTICAL, STORE MOVABLE SOCCER GOALS IN A PLACE WHERE
CHILDREN CANNOT HAVE ACCES TO THEM.
